- Child’s details and completion of SENIF application form/tabs outlining Child's needs. 
- Date of Birth has to be recorded in this numerical  format ( day/month /year  e.g., 15/09/2022) 


Re-appyling - No  Change to Application 


- Insert Child’s details; as per previous application. 

- We are no longer requesting additional documents or parent consent forms for re-applications.
Settings no longer have to submit a TMER with every application. 
 - We will be requesting an IMPACT summary to be submitted at the end of the academic year,  capturing the impact of SENIF funding on the child's progress.
